Xiamen Gaoqi International Airport (XMN)

Opened on Oct. 22, 1983, Xiamen Gaoqi International Airport is one of the ten busiest airports in China. XMN Airport is operated by the Xiamen International Airport Group Co., Ltd.(XIAGC), which is a state-owned conglomerate affiliated directly with the Xiamen Municipal Government. At present, except for XMN, XIAGC also manages other two airports, namely, Fuzhou Changle Airport and Longyan Guanzai Mountain Airport with the total asset of about RMB 5 billion. With the authorization of the government, the Company functions as the regulatory authority of the airport.

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Performance Highlights (2007):

· XMN ranked second in gross variable factor productivity in Asia after HKG.
· XMN performed well in the residual variable factor productivity indicator where it ranked first among the small airports (passengers < 15 million) in Asia
· XMN also finished third in soft cost input productivity after SZX and HAK. 
· XMN ranked 13th in labour productivity in Asia.
· Notes and Observations:
· Shangdong Airlines, one of Chinese carrier, plans to invest ￥50 million to build a hub at the Xiamen Gaoqi airport. Shangdong Airlines expects to locate 15-20 aircrafts to the Gaoqi airport, closed to the aircrafts that are operated by Xiamen Airlines at the Gaoqi airport.

· Xiamen Airport plans to expand its runway from 3,400m to at least 3,600m. It also plans to expand the terminal size to be able to handle 25 million passengers annually, more than double compared to the currently capacity.

· As of Sept 2008, Xiamen Airport opened over 10 direct flights (flying hour within 1.5hrs) to the secondary cities in China. It is expected that Xiamen Airport will become a hub that cover many of the small cities.

· Passenger growth continues to be strong. In 2006-2007, the number of passengers increased by 16%, and Cargo also increased by 11%.  

· Chinese and Taiwan government signed to open direct routes between two countries in April, 2009. Flight frequency is expected to rise between XMN and TPE

· On Apr 25, 2005, Valuair opened its Xiamen-Singapore flight and AirAsia inaugurated the Xiamen-Bangkok route. On Oct 19, Xiamen Airport hailed Spring Airlines, the first LCC in mainland China to join the Xiamen-Shanghai route operation.

· Xiamen Airport became one of the destinations of charter flights between Taiwan Straits in China’s Lunar New Year for the first time. It was the first direct flight in 57 years across the Straits.

· On Mar 30 2005, the second-level customs-bonded warehouse invested by XIA Air Cargo Service Co started operation. It is another key project cooperated across the Taiwan Straits after XIACT.
