	Ownership & Management

	Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Airport is owned by the City of Atlanta and operated by its Department of Aviation.  A management company operates and manages the terminal activities; the Central Passenger Terminal Complex (CPTC) lease stipulates that the signatory airlines are responsible for maintaining and operating the passenger terminal buildings.  The signatory airlines contract out maintenance and operation services to a third-party provider (a company primarily owned by the signatory airlines, with the city of Atlanta having a 7% share in the company).  The City of Atlanta and the Department of Aviation are thus responsible for long-term strategic planning, including capital investment decisions. The unparalleled growth achieved by ATL in the past decade has necessitated a substantial development initiative, including a 5th runway, a new international terminal, and an upgrade of existing terminal facilities. Once complete, the 9,000-foot runway, also known as Runway 10-28, will expand the airport’s capacity to remain the busiest in the world.
