	The Hillsborough County Aviation Authority is an autonomous unit of the Hillsborough County government, charged with the operation of Tampa International Airport since its creation in 1945.  The Aviation Authority is comprised of a 5-member Board; 3 members are appointed by the Governor of Florida, while the other two members are ex-officio (the Mayor of the City of Tampa and a member of the Hillsborough County Board of Commissioners).  The Authority has all the legislative attributes of a public corporation, with the restriction that all earnings be used directly for aviation activities; the airport has been self-sufficient in this manner since 1973.  TPA opened a new, $120 million concourse in 2002, adding 13 gates to the airport.  This addition was a part of their $1 billion, 20-year development program put forth in their Master Plan.  The new concourse was the major highlight of their short-term plan.  Then in April 2005, TPA unveiled its largest and most innovative airside terminal to date, Airside C. At a cost of $134.8 million, the 315,000 sq. ft. facility will accommodate 16 gates, and ten lanes for security screening.

	Performance Highlights: 
- In 2006, TPA was awarded the ATRS’ Top North American Efficiency Award for ranking 2nd in North America in terms of residual variable factor productivity (behind only Atlanta, the global leader, and 37% more efficient than the average North American airport)
